History of Ramakrishna Mission School Laitlyndop

Laitlyndop School was established by Ramakrishna mission a
renowed spiritual organisation in the year 1960 and later on stops
in 1961 and again it re-opened in the year 1962. The School is
located in a small laitlyndop village which is under Sohra
constituency. The school aimed to provide quality education,
imparting values and character development, aligned with the
principles of Swami Vivekananda.

The School is located on a hilltop with an altitude of 1651m
and is surrounded by a beautiful and lush green vegetation
around it. The school is located toward 25.334019° latitude and
91.714806° longitude. The school at first started as LP school
with only 7 students and 3 Teachers. With over the years it has
upgrade to Upper Primary section in the year 2017 and later on
to secondary section in the year 2020. As of now there are a total
of 140 student studying and 13 teachers teaching in this School.
Most of the students studying in Laitlyndop school are local
student and some of them are from nearby Rngimawsaw village
and Mawphu village. The school appeared its first MBOSE SSLC
examination in the year 2023 with a total of 5students out of
which 4 student passed the exam successfully. Later on in the year
2024 again 5 student appeared the examination out of which 4

student passed the examination.



According to my knowledge about the history of our school
is that the person who started this school were shri (L) Talok
Synrem, Shri (L) Neho Synrem from our Laitlyndop Village and
Shri (L) Elisha Kurbah from Cherrapunjee as the member of
opening. The school and a first teacher who was assign was Shri
(L) Wir Ranga (Matriculate), from village Umwai and later on
some other teachers like Shri (L) Sir Pon from tynrong village
and kong (L) Tishucian from Mawdungum village came and took
their responsibilities well as a teacher.

The place where the school is located was given by the village
Durbar of Laitlyndop which included the Sordar, the Secretary
and executive committee of the village Durbar Laitlyndop for the

benefit of the village and other villages nearby.

During the first season of the school the first student studying in
our school was Kong Slin Synrem, Bah Thim Kharmawphlang, Kong
Lonty Kharmawphlang, Kong Merikan Nongkynrih, (L) Bah Biarly

destination like the prut falls, Mawafalls, lyngksiar falls .The main
