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 In 1996 the school was established. Then it was a thatched hut which was eventually 

destroyed by a storm. At that time ,Shri Raju Debbarma informed the Secretary, Ramakrishna 

Mission Ashrama, Cherrapunjee to extend help to reconstruct the school.   With the help extended 

by the Secretary of RamaKrishna Mission Ashrama , Cherrapunjee and the villagers, the new 

school building came into existence. In 1997 the school was relocated on the top of a  hill in the 

village. The land was donated by  the Sardar of Mawlong. The school has four rooms. In 1998 the 

school was upgraded  to class VII. In 2005, another building was constructed on that land on the 

south site. In 2012, the school was upgraded to class VIII.
